Directions from San Jose del Cabo Airport to Serendipity


Leaving the airport buildings, take the immediate left onto the Toll Road. (Some rental agencies are on the road to San Jose, so you may have to come back over the overpass to the airport and then on to the other main highway.  If you are at a rental agency in the actual airport area, just take the main road to Cabo….if you quickly find you are on an overpass, you are going the wrong way.)  Once you are on the Toll Road, you will drive approx. 10 minutes on this 4 lane highway and then come to a booth where you will pay a small fee (28 pesos or 2 or 3 dollars).  After the booth, you will see the ocean and come to a round-about.  Stay to your right and travel approximately 25 minutes until you reach the entrance to Cabo San Lucas.  Just past the overpass to Sam’s Club and WalMart, look for a large intersection with a light and a right turn lane.  There should be a sign pointing right that says Todos Santos.  Turn right at that intersection!  (If you start into town, you have missed the turn).  This 4 lane road will curve to the left and you will pass through the first stop-light, go past an Office Depot (or Office Max) and prepare to turn right at the second stop-light (the sign to Todos Santos is clearly marked).  You are now on Highway 19.  Travel north along the Pacific for 45 min. – 1 hour.  There is construction on the new highway between Cabo and Todos Santos, so be prepared for possible delays as you leave Cabo and as you approach Todos Santos.  You will pass through the hamlet of Elias Callas (some large homes on the Pacific side), past the homes at Rancho Nuevo, and through the town of Pescadero – there is construction here, so be aware of  “topes” or speed bumps in the road that may or may not be marked and can sneak up on you.  Ten minutes beyond Pescadero is Todos Santos.  Enter town and continue until you come to our only gas station and traffic light.  Go through the intersection and continue one more block to Calle Juarez.  Turn right and proceed past the Hotel California (on the left) to the second stop sign at Calle Topete. There is a brick building on the corner and the Todos Santos Gallery on the right.   Turn left at Calle Topete and follow it to the bottom of the hill where the road will then snake through the “huerta” (sugar cane grove), first to the left and then to the right.  At the end of this “huerta”, you will turn left on the paved road (Horizonte) and continue past a school to where the pavement ends.  This begins a very bumpy dirt road, so take it slowly.  Continue on the dirt road past a small market on the right and go about 2 blocks until the road Ys…follow the wider road to the right then curve slightly to the left past a small Tortillaria (best tortillas in town) then go up a hill, down another little hill and up again, until you see a tall 2 story pinky-red building on the left that is the “Mercado El Sol II”.  Continue on this road, past a sign for  D’alicia’s Restaurant on the left, up the really bumpy hill past a small street sign on the left –“Puesta del Sol” to a wider road area with Mercado Juanita’s on the left,  past Calle los Mangos, then  down and up again until you see a large blue earth moving machine on the right.  There is a small road directly across from the big machine.  Turn left here.  Continue past the 1st small crossing (Brisas del Pacifico sign) and slightly left at the group of small palms, continue past several houses on both sides of the road (one with a high concrete wall), then past the “Encanto” sign on the left and bump your way down to the bottom of the hill.  At this crossroad, you will see a bluish house with a curved front to your left and a garbage can with writing on it on the corner.  To the right there is a wooden road sign that says “Calle las Liebres” (the writing is a little faded) and there is a reddish house across from that on the corner. Turn right here and proceed past a couple of houses on the left and 2 more small houses on the right to a large metal gate and entrance sign that says “Serendipity”.…that’s us!  The road will curve to the right, but you will continue to go straight through the gate, across the arroyo, up the little hill and to the front of the building area where you will see a rock archway which is our entrance.  Our 2 1/2 dogs should come running out barking (they are our doorbell), but they are harmless.

I may have missed an up and down somewhere along the way, but you should get here with these instructions.  If you get lost, you can usually asked directions since there is quite lot of traffic on the dirt road that goes to our property.  We live in the area called “Las Tunas”….the road you will take is to La Pastora…If your cell phone has AT&T, it should work down here and you can call us.  Our number is 612-108-3502 (cell) or 612-178-0104 (land line).  You may have to dial 044 first if you are dialing the cell number from a land line phone…or dial 011 521 first if you are dialing as if you were calling from the states.  We also have a Vonage number in New Mexico (505-217-1809).
Note:  If you are arriving after dark, then much of this will be difficult to see and you could really get lost.  It might be better to stop in town (maybe have dinner first) and call us from there and we can come in and guide you out.  Both Miguel’s restaurant (great food) across from the Pemex and the reception desk at Hotel California know us and will let you call or call us for you.  It also really helps if you let us know your approximate arrival time so we can watch for you.
